Restrict Off-Road Equipment Idling to 5 Minutes 

Require Ultra-Low Sulfur Diesel for Off-Road 
Equipment

Retrofit all Off-Road Equipment that does not 
comport with EPA Tier 2 Standards with Diesel 
Oxidation Catalyst 

Restrict Heavy Duty Diesel Truck Idling to 3 
minutes or less

Report activity for reduction quantification
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IDS Success and Challenges

Most Developers familiar with voluntary 
control measures

117 pieces of diesel equipment have been 
retrofitted with Diesel Oxidation Catalyst

One Developer resisted adopting voluntary

Abbreviated Review Period 

Waive Permit Fee in Certain Cases 
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State Clean Diesel Initiatives

A group of 75+ representatives who have a stake in diesel issues.  
Voluntarily meet to explore, develop and implement emission 
reduction strategies.

Includes governments, fleet associations, equipment and control 
manufacturers, health and environmental groups

Focus on educational outreach and development of funding 
mechanisms to accelerate reductions
